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Piazza: The focal point of Italian culture

❯❯ The Italian piazza is an open public space, usually surrounded by buildings and businesses such as a 
church, a bank, a school, a fountain, small stores selling tourist trinkets, cafés, restaurants, and, of 
course, a gelateria (ice cream parlor).

❯❯ Although the word piazza in English is translated as “square,” piazzas are not necessarily square 
in shape. In this book, you’ll find piazzas in all sorts of layouts and designs, including three-sided 
piazzas, piazzas that look like a chess board, and many others. One of the great joys of visiting Italy 
is spending time in the piazzas, meeting people, and eating ice cream.

In Italian there are two ways to address an individual: the formal Lei with a capital “L” and the informal tu.

•	 The formal Lei is used as a form of respect with adults (male or female) you don’t know well and with 
professional people such as professors, doctors, lawyers, etc.
