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Introduction to the Eighth Edition

Introduction

The Eighth Edition of BRAVO! Communication, Grammaire, Culture et Littérature is an
intermediate program created to provide students with the opportunity to use their language
skills in a highly functional way and to bridge the gap between intermediate and upper divi-
sion work. It is different from other comprehensive intermediate programs in a variety of
ways. Special features include:

- organization of chapter materials around high-frequency functions of language;

- expressions, vocabulary, and grammar selected according to what is needed to carry out
each organizing function of language;

division of chapter content into three legons, with built-in lesson planning and culminating
activities for each lecon;

contextualized activities that relate to real-life situations;

« a focus on culture (photographs, authentic documents) and Liens culturels readings develop
cultural insights and provide information on the practical, everyday culture of the French-
speaking world; Regards sur la culture focuses on different francophone countries or regions,
discussing their geography, history, architecture, music, cuisine, and language;

« Web-based Internet activities related to chapter functions and themes that explore contem-
porary culture through task-based format;

« avideo program, Ciné Bravo, that builds both listening comprehension and cultural
competence;

a literary reading with corresponding Avant and Apres la lecture activities to develop further
skills in reading comprehension and literary analysis;

« a process-oriented writing component, Dossier d’expression écrite, that enables students to ex-
pand their writing skills in an organized fashion;

« a Compréhension section in the Student Activities Manual (SAM) Audio Program consisting
of authentic recordings, such as radio ads, interviews, weather and news reports that are
intended to stretch students’ listening skills;

« amusic component at the end of each chapter to enhance listening comprehension and dis-
cussion skills through songs related to chapter themes and grammar topics by some of the
most popular singers in the French and francophone world.

Philosophy and Approach

The approach used in developing BRAVO! originally came from a desire on the part of the au-
thors to make intermediate-level study of French an opportunity for the learner to actively use
the language rather than spend time reviewing the entire grammatical system. The following
beliefs guided their writing:

« The goal of functional use of language is aided by an organization centered around the different
communicative uses to which language can be put. Thus, functions of language, such as ex-
pressing opinions, persuading, and apologizing, are the point of departure for each chapter.

- Language is not used in a vacuum. The settings, social roles, and topics likely to be needed
most when performing given language functions are presented and practiced to allow stu-
dents to become aware of language use in different sociocultural contexts.

« Students come to an intermediate class with widely divergent skills and knowledge of French.
Because of this, instructors often spend time in class reviewing everything, even when this
goes beyond the individual needs of students. By means of the separate review grammar
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section La grammaire a réviser, comprised of simple grammar points that students are
expected to have mastered by the end of the beginning-level courses, students will be able
to review prerequisite grammar at home, spending as much time as needed. Instructors
can then use class time for practicing new material. The result is a more productive, moti-
vating experience for learners and instructors alike.

Exploration of the French culture, begun in most first-year books, should be continued at

the intermediate level as well. Thus, culture plays an important role in BRAVO! A Liens
culturels section is included in each legon, and every chapter concludes with an Intermeéde
culturel. Throughout the chapters, authentic documents, paired with thought-provoking
questions, illustrate various aspects of culture. At the end of each odd-numbered chapter,
the new Regards sur la culture section focuses on a different francophone country or region.
And after each even-numbered chapter, a video section, Ciné Bravo, introduces a short
French film.

A distinction should be made between language for productive and receptive use. The music
selections, short films, Internet sources, and materials in the Compréhension section of the
SAM Audio Program were produced for native speaker audiences. Thus, it is understood
that students will not need to produce everything that they hear on the audio. Rather, the
accompanying activities guide students to listen for specific purposes and, thus, give them
practice in using context to extract the essential information without understanding every
word.

« A cydlical approach to language learning rather than a linear organization provides a built-in
review across chapters. In BRAVO! Communication, Grammaire, Culture et Littérature, Eighth
Edition, important language functions, themes, and structures are recycled throughout the
program.

- Learning to write well is a process not learned overnight. Writing multiple drafts of a paper fol-
lowing a step-by-step approach produces better writing skills than simply writing one prod-
uct for the instructor. Thus students are directed to complete drafts of their papers at least
four times during every chapter, incorporating new strategies and techniques each time.

Major Changes in the Eighth Edition

The authors collected reactions to the Seventh Edition from instructors and students who
have used the book. Based on this input and on their own experience and insights, they
decided to make the following changes:

« Atthe end of each odd-numbered chapter, the new Regards sur la culture section focuses on
a different francophone country or region, discussing its geography, history, architecture,
cuisine, and language. Each cultural presentation is accompanied by comprehension and
vocabulary activities, as well as opportunities for expansion.

Chapters have been redesigned so that instructors and students can easily differentiate be-
tween presentation and practice.

The Eighth Edition of BRAVO! is accompanied by the iLrn™ Heinle Learning Center, the
all-in-one, online language learning system and the Premium Website that offers the audio
and video programs.

Several of the Liens culturels and Interméde culturel readings have been updated or replaced.

« The Activités musicales section has been expanded to include a biography of the artist.

Additional instructor annotations incorporate more helpful teaching tips.

« Student annotations have also been expanded, addressing both popular culture and high
culture, and are now all written in French to provide more practice.

Chapter Organization

BRAVO! Communication, Grammaire, Culture et Littérature, Eighth Edition, is composed of ten
chapters whose format is presented below:

List of objectives Each chapter begins with a list of specific instructional objectives—the
functions of language, the grammar, the cultural topics, and the themes—for each of the
three lessons in the chapter.

La grammaire a réviser Grammatical structures that students should review before beginning
the chapter are presented in this section. Brief presentations of the grammar topics are given
in English. Charts and examples are also used to aid students in quick review. An activity to
check students’ understanding is located in the margin. For students needing extra review,
exercises are provided in the Student Activities Manual.
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Conversation/Blog Each conversation or blog is preceded by the Premiéres impressions section
that provides practice in skimming and scanning for information. The conversation or blog
illustrates the functions, vocabulary, cultural focus, and grammatical principles within each
lecon. The conversations and blog form a unit or story within the chapter. New vocabulary
words are glossed to provide for immediate understanding of the dialogue. The Observation
et analyse questions check comprehension by asking for information and inferences. In addi-
tion, the Réactions questions invite students to provide their personal thoughts on the topics
discussed during the conversation or blog.

Expressions typiques pour... and Mots et expressions utiles The Expressions typiques pour... sec-
tion contains commonly used expressions and vocabulary needed to communicate a par-
ticular speech act or function, or a group of related functions. Language for both formal and
informal styles of expression is presented.

The Mots et expressions utiles section provides thematic vocabulary related to the functions and/
or the chapter theme(s) that are grouped by meaning. These words are to be learned for active
use. A paragraph or dialogue, called Mise en pratique, follows the vocabulary section to provide
a context for use of the words. An Activités section provides practice using these expressions
by asking students to create conversations in different contexts or by identifying contexts for
the expressions. All formats are contextualized and communicative.

La grammaire a apprendre Grammar principles directly related to the functions appear in
each lecon. They are presented in English to maximize understanding by the student. Ex-
amples are translated into English when necessary. The Activités to practice the grammatical
concepts proceed from structured to more open-ended. They attempt to simulate natural
conversation. Many of these activities are adapted from authentic texts. Small-group activities
provide students with additional practice.

Interactions The Interactions section at the end of each lecon contains role play activities.
These interactions are designed to promote real language use in interesting contexts. Many
of these situations are comparable to those used in the ACTFL Oral Proficiency Interview for
intermediate learners. These activities encourage the use of the functional expressions and
vocabulary, grammar, and culture of the lecon.

Dossier d’expression écrite Each writing activity constitutes an additional step in the student’s
portfolio of personal writing. In the Préparation, students are directed to write a specific type
of paper (e.g., personal narrative, description, argumentative) and are given a choice of topics
relating to chapter material. A brainstorming activity involving vocabulary and sometimes
arguments or points of view is then presented, along with directions to share ideas with a
classmate. In the Premier brouillon, students are taken step-by-step through the process of
writing a first draft. In the Deuxiéme brouillon, additional hints and suggestions are given for
the writing of the second draft (e.g., incorporate more detail, add examples). New Expressions
utiles that would make the type of paper stronger are provided for students to incorporate as
they wish. The Révision finale section asks students to reread the paper, making changes to
reflect still other suggestions. Students are asked to check for spelling, punctuation, and the
specific grammar points studied in the chapter, and then are told to prepare their final ver-
sion. A post-writing activity asks students to complete a real-world task related to the writing
assignment.

Liens culturels and authentic material Each lecon contains realia and a Liens culturels section,
which have been chosen for their cultural significance and their relation to the function being
taught. The cultural information is practical and up-to-date, providing abundant demographic
information. It gives students insights about French speakers and contemporary French
society. These sections are accompanied by questions to develop cultural insights or cross-
cultural comparisons.

Synthése The end-of-chapter activities are combined in the Synthése section, which, as the
name implies, is provided to enable students to synthesize all functions, vocabulary, and
grammatical topics introduced throughout the chapter. These listening, oral, and written
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tasks serve as culminating activities so that any material that may have been originally memo-
rized will be used in a meaningful and functional way by the end of the chapter.

Intermede culturel Literary readings are found in the Interméde culturel to develop students’ ana-
Iytical and context skills and prepare them for upper division study. These poems or excerpts
from short stories or novels include pre-reading activities that prepare students to read by acti-
vating their background knowledge of the topic. In addition, the readings teach useful reading
strategies such as skimming, scanning, predicting, using context, and understanding word
formation. Post-reading activities check comprehension, encourage discussion of themes, and
enable students to synthesize and apply what they have read to new contexts.

Ciné Bravo, a video section at the end of each even-numbered chapter, offers students a
chance to further practice their comprehension and listening skills. Ciné Bravo introduces
a short French film and engages students in activities that help enhance their viewing
experience.

Regards sur la culture, a section found at the end of each odd-numbered chapter, focuses on a
different francophone country or region, discussing its geography, history, architecture, mu-
sic, cuisine, and language. Each presentation is accompanied by comprehension and vocabu-
lary activities, as well as opportunities for expansion.

Appendix A provides a list of grammar codes for students to use during peer reviewing ses-
sions. The authors have chosen to provide supplementary expressions such as dates, months,
numbers, weather expressions, seasons, and telephone expressions in Appendix C. Instruc-
tors may wish to refer students to this section or may use it actively in class at some point.
Indexes of functional expressions, thematic vocabulary, and grammar conclude the main text
of the BRAVO! program.

There are a variety of writing opportunities coordinated with the
themes and functions of the chapter. All activities are contextualized and some are based on
realia.
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Also available, the answers to the Student Activities Manual and the script to accompany the
SAM audio portion are included in the Answer Key with Audio Script. The SAM Audio Pro-
gram provides listening practice of the Conversations of each legon in the student text and a
review of phonetics. The sounds featured in the phonetics section are those that are most dif-
ficult for learners of French and which, therefore, require the most practice. Oral and listening
practice of each of the main grammar topics of the lecons is provided, as well as a dictation
passage to synthesize functions, vocabulary, and grammar of the chapter. The Compréhension
section consists of authentic listening materials to enable students to have access to French

in natural contexts. These include interviews, conversations, radio commercials, weather and
news reports, and train and airport announcements.

The Text Audio provides the Conversations recordings separate from the rest of the Audio Pro-
gram for convenient use in class.
